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Dear Homeowner,
A Homeowner’s meeting was held, Saturday, November 13, 2010.  The intent of the meeting was to vote on an increase in the water rates to $50 a month.  The vote did not take place because there was not a majority present, in person and proxies.  
We have enclosed another proxy form specifically for the December vote.  This vote will take place in December.  Whoever shows up or mails in a proxy form will vote for the entire association, as per the by-laws under Quorum.  
Please remember why the increase is necessary.  As stated in last month’s letter:
“The original estimation of sandblasting and repainting the outside of the water tower was $30,000.  However, the inside of the water tower needs to be completed first and this will also cost $30,000.  At minimum, the association will have to pay $60,000 in order to keep the water tower functional for the community. This amount does not include replacing the guard on the tower or the fence around it.
There will be a meeting to vote on this increase, Saturday, November 13th at 10:00am.  Per by-laws, there has to be a majority present to vote on an increase in water rates.  If a majority of the homeowners are not present, we will use quorum, per by-laws.  Which means, the meeting will be  adjourned and notification of a new meeting to be held December 11th will be sent out,  then however many homeowners show up to the December meeting, they will count as the majority and they will vote on the increase.  If the increase is passed, the new rates will begin January 2011.
We understand this is a large increase; however, it is very necessary at this time in order to keep the water system functional for the community.  If the increase is voted down, this leaves the association with two options:  1) let the water system continually degrade which will lead to system failure, due to the fact the current income of the association will not meet the needs of repairing the water system, 2) sale the system to a utility company – which, at that point, no one can guarantee what your water bill will be each month.”
We strongly encourage everyone who owns property in Wildfire, to attend and vote on this measure – if you are unable to attend, please complete the enclosed proxy and mail back to the association.  If a person owns multiple properties they will have one vote per property.  
Please attend and make your voice heard.
Meeting will be held at the Little Axe Community Center, Saturday, December 11, 2010 at 10am.
